Explanatory Notes

1. This standard is derived from the Level 6 Making Meaning (listening, viewing) strand and related achievement objectives in the English Learning Area of The New Zealand Curriculum, Learning Media, Ministry of Education, 2007. Texts chosen should be at Curriculum Level 6 and/or have characteristics that enable students to meet the expected level of explanation.
2. This standard assesses close viewing and/or close listening skills. The text(s) used must be either visual or aural and used in its original form. The use of a written transcript of an oral text or storyboard from a visual text is only appropriate as a supporting document. 
3. Text(s) for close viewing/listening could be entire short visual and/or oral text(s), or extract(s) from larger text(s). The specific segment(s) selected for close viewing/listening should not have been previously studied in terms of the meanings and effects of their ideas and text conventions. 
4. Close viewing/listening responses can be presented in appropriate oral/visual and/or written forms.

5. Close viewing/listening involves a detailed exploration of significant text aspects.
6. Significant aspects may include: purposes and audiences, ideas, language features, and structures. 
7. Show an understanding of visual/oral texts through close viewing/listening may include explaining significant aspects of texts in terms of meanings and effects created.
8. Show a convincing understanding includes explaining how significant aspects of visual/oral texts, for example ideas and text conventions, work together to create meaning.
9. Show a perceptive understanding includes explaining how significant aspects of visual/oral texts communicate ideas about contexts, such as human experience, society and the wider world. 
10. Supporting evidence refers to the use of specific and relevant details to justify ideas.
11. At least four aspects of significant ideas or text conventions must be discussed. Text aspects may include: 
a. Significant ideas such as notable or major themes, attitudes, beliefs, experiences, feelings, insights, meanings, opinions, thoughts, and understandings within the text.
12. Significant text conventions such as notable or major visual and oral language features within the text, such as purposes and audiences, language features. 
13. Different explanations must be given for each text aspect, each supported by different details.
14. The following text types (either as complete texts or as extracts) may be included:

a. film /television production/music video

b. drama production

c. multi-media text

d. graphic novel

e. drama production, (aural)

f. radio production

g. oratory

h. song performance

i. documentary/interview (aural)

15. Close reference should be made to the Conditions of Assessment Guidelines published for this standard.

Assessment Opportunities

The focus of this standard is on exploring ideas and text conventions in visual and/or oral texts. The skill of being able to closely read visual and/or oral text[s] is important, and students should be given a number of opportunities to develop some depth in their close readings of significant aspects of text[s].

The expectation is that students will closely read one or more visual and/or oral texts and respond to at least four significant text aspects  to some depth. To support the development of convincing and/or perceptive close readings, teachers are encouraged to scaffold questions that lead to these kinds of response. The performance criteria are not questions in themselves and teachers should unpack these for students. Responses may be presented in appropriate written or oral forms. It is not expected that written responses to be in essay form.  
Work towards this standard could also contribute to students’ literary studies before external assessment in studied oral or visual texts [ASs 1.2, 2.2, 3.2], or integrated with studies into connections across texts [ASs 1.8, 2.7, 3.7] Wherever such integration between different parts of the programme occurs, teachers must ensure that the work presented for assessment is developed sufficiently in order to meet the criteria for the other standard. In all such cases teachers should refer closely to the relevant standard including the Explanatory Notes and the Conditions of Assessment Guidelines.
Good assessment practice 

The skills required for close reading of ideas and text conventions should be developed and practised in class in an on going way, through close reading a range of oral/visual texts. Modelling and scaffolded practice can be used to develop the skills of explaining ideas and the identification, use and effects of text conventions. The skill of close reading should be an important part of English programmes. 

Assessment tasks

· It is possible for evidence to be assembled from one or more  visual/oral texts. Teachers could offer students a range of texts for close reading from which they could select. If appropriate, close reading responses could be drawn from at least one oral text, or one visual text, or a combination of visual and oral texts. 

· The use of a written transcript of an oral text or storyboard from a visual text is only appropriate as a supporting document.

· Teachers can identify the text conventions for consideration but students must independently closely read meanings and effects.

· Choice of oral/visual text(s) is open so that teachers can select texts that best suit their class and chosen areas of study.

· Texts used for assessment may be whole texts or extracts from larger texts. While students may have studied similar texts or the larger text from which an extract has been taken, the specific assessed aspects of the particular text or extract must not have been previously studied.

· Students should ensure that the idea[s] and text convention[s] are significant features within the text and therefore can be supported by relevant and specific supporting details.

Authenticity of student work 

Students should complete all work in class to ensure authenticity. This is a standard where students need to complete all assessed work individually. The texts used for assessment tasks cannot have been studied, and teachers cannot provide students with notes on that specific text or extract from a text, or lead students through the answers orally.
Any exemplars used must not relate to specific questions being assessed.

Sufficiency

The expectation is that students will closely read one or more visual and/or oral texts and respond to at least four significant text aspects

Evidence towards achievement can be collected from authentic assessment opportunities during the year’s programme. At the time of final assessment, the teacher will consider all evidence and award a grade that best reflects the student’s achievement. In the situation where there are varying grades, a student’s final grade should be a reflection of what he/she is capable of as evidenced through close reading assessment tasks collected over the year.
