2 Constructing means that the student develops their own content for the presentation.

3 Ideas may be based on information, and can include opinions, recounted experiences and/or events, observations, arguments, thoughts/feelings.
4 Supporting detail can be provided through: anecdotes, statistics, quotations, references to primary/secondary sources, video clips, facts, book/film excerpts, computer displays.
5 Body language may include stance, gesture, facial expression.

6 Features of confidence may include being assured, direct, enthusiastic.

7 Variation of voice refers to tone, volume, pace, stress.

8 Audience, situation, and purpose: audience implies a number of people such as a class or a group of peers; appropriateness to situation relates to cultural or social situations.  The delivery situation must be formal and the length of the presentation appropriate to the oral task and sufficient to show evidence of meeting the grade criteria.  Purpose could mean to entertain, persuade, instruct or inform.

9 With effect means that language, structure and delivery techniques are deliberately selected and linked to the intended purpose.

10 The student will prepare and deliver his/her own presentation.  Preparation is not directly assessed.

11 Although other languages may also be included in the presentation as appropriate (eg as an introduction or greeting), the performance must be mainly in English and demonstrate command of spoken English.

12 Assessment events could include any of the following:

· research presentation

· extended welcome to a guest

· class speech

· debate

· meeting/hui

· oral book review/film review

· oral recount

· oral history presentation

· oral report

· oral storytelling

· other socially/culturally appropriate context/event.

Explanatory Notes

1 This standard is derived from the Level 6 Creating Meaning strand [speaking] and related achievement objectives in the English Learning Area of The New Zealand Curriculum, Learning Media, Ministry of Education, 2007.
2 Oral presentations at this level include speeches, seminars, oral histories, storytelling, extended welcome, debates, live/recorded presentations/productions such as role-plays or performances, and other appropriate oral text types. The presentation is primarily spoken and can include other appropriate presentation techniques.
3 Ideas presented for this standard must be original or significantly adapted for this assessment.

Ideas may be based on information, opinions, recounted experiences or adapted from other texts.

4 Develop and structure ideas means to build on a single idea by adding details or examples, linking that idea to other ideas and details, and working towards a coherent planned whole.

5 Convincingly means that the development of the ideas and structure is generally credible and connected.
6 Effectively means that the development of the ideas and structure is compelling and integrated.
7 Language features could include the use of 
· verbal language techniques (e.g. rhetorical questions, alliteration)

· body language [e.g. eye contact, stance, gesture, facial expression]

· voice [e.g. tone, volume, pace, stress]

· presentation features (e.g. props, costume, and demonstration materials or items.
8 Audience means a number of people such as a class, a group of peers or a community group.

9 Purpose could be to entertain, persuade, instruct or inform.
10 Use language features with control means that language features and presentation techniques are selected and linked to the intended purpose and audience.
11 Commands attention will be demonstrated through a confident and sustained presentation.

12 Although other languages may also be included in the presentation as appropriate (e.g. as an introduction or greeting), the performance must be mainly in English.
13 Close reference should be made to the Conditions of Assessment Guidelines published for this standard.

Assessment opportunities

Good assessment practice in speaking includes providing a variety of opportunities for students to develop, rehearse and deliver a number of different types of presentations as part of a broad oral language programme. 
Oral presentation tasks can be integrated with other parts of the English programme, such as seminars developed to present connections across texts [ASs 1.8, 2.7, 3.7] or orally based performances used in collaborative text production activities [ASs 1.12, 2.11, 3.11]. Wherever such integration between different parts of the programme occurs, teachers must ensure that the work presented for assessment is developed sufficiently in order to meet the criteria for the other standard. In all such cases teachers should refer closely to the relevant standard including the Explanatory Notes and the Conditions of Assessment Guidelines.
Presentation contexts could include any of the following:

· seminar

· original dramatic monologue

· research presentation

· extended welcome to a guest

· speeches

· debate

· meeting/hui

· oral book review/film review

· oral history presentation

· oral report

· oral storytelling

· live or recorded presentations of productions (role plays or performances)

· other socially/culturally appropriate oral presentation opportunity.

Good assessment practice

Teachers may guide students through the planning and preparation process and ensure that students are provided with a number of opportunities for constructive feedback. Teachers might demonstrate how the techniques used in exemplars can be applied to the students’ own presentations. 
The intention of this standard is that the oral presentation is primarily spoken and can include appropriate presentation techniques and supporting materials. Although other languages can be included in the presentation as appropriate (eg as an introduction or greeting), the presentation must be mainly in English.

Teachers will find the timing recommendations in TKI assessment tasks or exemplars helpful in guiding students on the appropriate length of presentations. Before and during students’ preparation of their presentations, close reference should be made to the exemplars of oral presentations.
During preparation and rehearsal work, equal attention should be paid to the development of ideas and presentation techniques. Ideas expressed and presentation techniques used should be appropriate to Level 6 [AS 1.6], Level 7 [AS 2.5], or Level 8 [AS 3.5], curriculum achievement objectives. Presentation techniques should be taught explicitly so that students are clear that simply reading out a presentation is not appropriate or effective.
In any group presentation, each student must be able to provide sufficient evidence for the assessment of their contribution. Teachers should make a visual record of oral work to support their judgements and to inform their internal assessment processes.
Authenticity of student work

Students must prepare and deliver their own presentations.  Preparation is not directly assessed. Planning and preparation of oral presentation should take place, in part, under teacher supervision to ensure authenticity.
