The total number of credits available in the standard Westmount Yr 11 Course is:
22 credits (*A student who achieves both 1.4 and 1.5 will gain 25 credits as part of the extension course.)

*Note 1: AS 1.4 and 1.5 are combined in a writing portfolio. There will be one assessment opportunity for either one or both of the assessments. Where a student does not achieve the first assessment, the reassessment opportunity will take the form of the alternative standard.

Where the student achieves the first opportunity, the reassessment will be for the alternative standard.

Example: Student chooses to sit 1.5 in the first instance and does not achieve. For the reassessment, she will attempt either 1.4 or 1.5. 
If in the first assessment, she achieved 1.5 (at whichever grade level), she could choose to either sit the same standard for a better result; or she could choose to attempt 1.4.
*Note 2: In terms of ‘Extension Standards’ the external exam in itself is considered an extension option. Additionally, the portfolio and 1.4 / 1.5 standards offer extension for more able students.

Westmount Support English course:

These are the internally assessed standards to be used as replacement for a minimum of 2 external exam standards. These standards are offered in addition to the internally assessed credits in the Westmount Standard English course. 
It is suggested that support students are entered for at least one external exam standards.

· 1.9 has been left out because the skills can be incorporated into a unit of work without any form of summative assessment (perhaps this could be alternated with 1.8 every other year??)
· 1.4/1.5 and the full range of 3 externals makes up the ‘extension course’.
